Objectives of the course

The course aims at the acquisition of the disciplinary, theoretical and methodological tools of the
concept of geographical landscape and the learning of critical interpretative tools focusing on the
landscape of the Mediterranean contour.

The landscape is, eminently, the scene of everyday social action, but it may be able to evoke the social
practices that produce social space. We see it as a device for identifying practices and looking at the
changes and events that shape space.

The landscape we understand is narrative and knowledge, but it is also a political concept because it
overcomes the distinction between meanings and can warn against the risk of naturalising space and
society in the oppositions between: traditional/non-traditional; endogenous/exogenous;
objective/subjective.

The course envisages the holding of a territorial workshop that will consist of a work of direct
observation and representation of the Mediterranean landscape.

Starting from what has been observed (and represented) in space, a presentation will be asked to
integrate theory and possible interpretations.
