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Objectives of the course

The module aims to investigate the relationship between architecture and the instances of accessibility.
The latter is to be understood both directly, with reference to physical, sensory and cognitive barriers,
and indirectly, through the use of innovative technologies and systems. More specifically, the course, in
the face of knowledge of the regulatory aspects related to the accessibility project, educates to a
conservative and critical vision at the project, through the study of significant interventions on the
patrimony of the author, and not only, of solutions unconventional for the expanded use and reading of
the relationship between architectural purposes and values and the intervention itself.

The course offers tools to raise awareness of accessibility and, at the same time, offers students the
ability to take action on the evaluation and design activities linked to the year's theme of their choice.

Any prerequisites

The course requires the successful completion of the first year courses and, with reference to the second
year, of the course of Urban Conservation.

Topics and contents of the course

The course is structured in three phases, through which teachers deepen - according to their own
disciplines - three aspects related to the accessibility project:

- conservation and accessibility;

- towards a vocabulary on accessibility, meanings and declinations related to architecture;

- the legislation on accessibility and heritage;

- critical reading of cases related to the architectural and urban heritage;

- application of the principles of accessibility to case studies: laboratory activity of verification and
criticality on the pre-existing study.

Methods of examination
