
SIMULATION ORAL EXAM B1  
 
WARM UP AND INTRODUCING YOURSELF (2 minutes per student) 
The examiner will ask the student some general questions, e.g.: 
- where are you from? 
- where do you live? 
- what do you do? 
- which faculty are you in? or - where do you work? .  
These will help to break the ice and provide important information that will be helpful to 
choose appropriate tasks according to the student’s profile.  
 
ACTIVITY 1 – DIALOGUE (3 minutes per student) 
Dialogue between the examiner and the student; students will be asked a series of questions 
about themselves and the environment they live in. 
 
(Hobbies) 
 Do you have a hobby? 
 What are your hobbies? 
 Which hobbies are the most popular in your country? 
 Did you have any hobbies when you were a child? 
 Can you think of any hobbies which are popular with children and adults? 
 Do you think a hobby is different from a sport? 
 Are there any hobbies you would like to try? 
 
 
ACTIVITY 2 – ONE-SIDED TALK (4 minutes per student) 
Students will have to deal with a task and develop a topic based on a visual prompt (a photo

ACTIVITY 3 – ONE-SIDED TALK (4 minutes for both students). Each student will have 
to pick up a random card from a bowl and answer a question and develop a topic based on 
it.
